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TRAINING

Kepware Product Training is a three-day course that 
explores PTC’s solutions for Industrial Automation 
and the Internet of Things (IoT).

•	 Identify the many layers of security available in the 
server

•	 Use advanced functionality to link tags, perform cal-
culations, and more
